Here are the steps to import your GPS data to Arcview.

 
1.  Change your lat, long coordinates to DD (decimal degree) format.  The

       west Longitude is represented by negative number.  For example, -96.277  represents 96.277W.

 
2.  Save the file as comma delimited text (.txt) with a " quotated

3. Start Arcview and click on Tables icon and then click on Add

 
4.  Change List Files Type to Delimited txt(*.txt) and select the file and click on OK

 
5.  Open the view window by double clicking it

 
6.  click on the View Menu and select Add Event Theme and add your text  file to the view window.

 
7.  click on the Theme manue and then select Change to Shape file and load the new shape file to the view then delete the text file.

 
8. Then click on View and select Properties change teh shape file name and any other properties you would like to.
